Transport of Ammonium Nitrate Cargo on Ships Built Before
1 September 1984

This is to certify that the ship built before 1 September 1984 is permitted to carry
ammonium nitrate and mineral fertilisers which contain over 40% of ammonium
nitrate (over 14% N) calculated as the stoichiometric sum of ammonium and nitrate
ions in the ship's cargo spaces adjacent to the category A engine room, if the
bulkheads forming boundaries between these two rooms are insulated to “A-60”
standard of Solas 74, or if the cargo is placed at least 3 meters away from such
bulkheads (Regulation No. 55 of the Minister of Economic Affairs and
Communications of 3rd April 2003). In case of bulk cargo other requirements of the
BC Code, and in case of packaged cargo the IMDG Code requirements shall be
fulfilled, as appropriate.
